folks so they can exchange ideas.  Hundreds of attendees participated 
in the four-day event.

The Egyptian Theatre Preservation Association is pleased to announce 
it was recently awarded a grant from the Coquille Indian Tribal Commu-
nity Fund.  The grant will be used to create the foundation of a local film 
festival.  A professional film festival consultant will assist the ETPA in developing a film festival here in the 
Coos Bay area.  It is our hope that the festival will have a positive financial impact on our local economy by 

bringing tourists from all over the state.  It could eventually fund 
an educational program and bring films of many different genres 
and cultures to our area, 
which will enhance the culture 
and vitality of our area.  

The ETPA also recently re-
ceived large donations from 
two foundations. These funds 
will be used to replace the 
doors in the back of the build-
ing.  As you can see in the 
photo to the right, the con-
crete thresholds are badly 
cracked and crumbling.  There 

are large holes in the thresholds that allow cold air and water inside and 
also make easy access for rodents.  The metal doors are rusting through in 
places.  These donations should allow us to replace at least one set of the 
doors and further fundraising will continue until all the back doors have 
been replaced. 
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Where We’ve Been; Where We Are Going 

It continues to be a remarkable journey for the Egyptian Theatre as Executive Director Kara Long 
books and schedules a diverse and creative line up of film, live entertainment and community en-
gagements for the downtown Coos Bay jewel.   It has been two and a half years since the Grand 
Re-Opening in June of 2014 after a closure of a little over three years and The Egyptian is a vi-
brant and happening place. A look at the just-past  February line up gives a snapshot of the diver-
sity of use and  programming:  screening of The Big Game (Super Bowl); a live concert rental; a 
private all-day rental for a local business entity; a fansô choice selection of Hayao Miyazaki films 
on deck for the spring with the first shown being My Neighbor Totoro;  another installment of the 
highly successful Science on the Screen with local scientist, teacher and ETPA volunteer Chris-
tina Geierman presenting a related talk; 2017 Oscar Nominated Shorts (a real coup for Kara to 
book these) and the SOCC International Film Night, free to the public. And, we must not forget  
the always popular Beer and Movie Nights 

Looking ahead, Kara has already booked on the calendar, as of mid-February,  33 nights of di-
verse entertainment from April 2017 to yearôs end. 

So, to preview:   the Manhattan Shorts Film Festival which was well-attended  last fall will be back 
at the end of September;  Science on the Screen made possible by a grant from the  Alford P. 
Sloan Foundation is again a very real possibility for repeat engagements given its successful re-
ception from local audiences;  The 18th Annual Animation Show of Shows, which showcased the 
latest and greatest animated short films, will hopefully return for the 19th; and, from Bandon and 
shown at The Egyptian is The South Coast Film Festival. Pssst: something about an Egyptian 
Film Society is also in the works.  Stay tuned.

The Mission, Memberships and How You Can Help 

The mission of the Egyptian Theatre Preservation Association is to renovate, preserve and operate the 
historic Egyptian Theatre as a performing arts and entertainment center, and to improve the economic 
vitality and quality of life of the community by offering programs of cultural and educational value.   

With immense support from the community, the Egyptian Theatre Preservation Association successfully 
re-opened our communityôs historic theatre in June,  2014.  Since then, over 45,000 patrons have 
passed through our doors enjoying concerts, movies, weddings, birthday parties, lectures and presenta-
tions. The theatre is once again a bright spot in downtown Coos Bay. We continue to attract and draw 
people into our local area to dine, to shop, and to be entertained.   

In 2016, the Egyptian Theatre brought three film festivals to our area and has already booked more for 
2017. The Egyptian helped over 30 non-profit agencies raise money for their missions--- over $45,000 in 
cash and thousands more dollars in donated items since reopening in 2014.  As for live entertainment, 
the theatre has been the venue for over 35 events, just in 2016. 

In the fall of 2015, The Egyptian installed a state of the art high resolution (4k) digital projector with help 
of granting agencies:  the Coquille Indian Tribe Community Fund, US Department of Agriculture, Meyer 
Foundation as well as private donations. In 2016, a high-powered up-to-date ñserverò to accept all cur-
rent movie distribution formats was installed, and the addition of equipment to support visually and hear-
ing impaired patrons was completed with the Janet Horton Payne Memorial fund.  Currently, brand new 
sound equipment has arrived in boxes on stage awaiting installation. All of this allows us to bring more 
dynamic programming to the theatre stage and screen and also to sell digital advertising which helps to 
offset some of our overhead.   

The backbone of ETPAôs success in running the theatre is built upon each individual member of the as-
sociation whose patronage through attendance, volunteering and yes, through monetary support by way 
of membership and donation is critical.  It not only helps to pay the bills, but it is an indicator of broad-
based support, a critical component when granting agencies consider applications submitted by The 
Egyptian. 

The 2017 Membership Campaign is on-going.  If you have renewed and your name is on this list, 
BRAVO and thank-you-very-much!
